Getting ready for winter:
I would suspect that many of you are already thinking about getting your Chevelles ready
for winter storage. Well, it will be here quicker than we think.

Here is my process for getting my cars ready for winter storage. Hope you find it useful.

First, | make my purchase of GrandPa Gus’s mouse repellent. These are packets
of all natural ingredients that will keep mice away.
